VEHICLE SHIPPING CHECKLIST

O

Complete any needed repairs and
maintenance. Only registered and
plated vehicles are eligible for shipment.

If your vehicle is an older model and
not listed in the Canadian Red Book,
you will need an appraisal to establish
its value for protection coverage (some
appraisals are reimbursable under the
CAFRD).

O

Make sure your vehicle is in good
running condition with about %
tank of fuel and enough anti-freeze
to protect it from cold weather (your
protection coverage does not apply if
this is not done and damage due to
the cold occurs).

Clean the vehicle inside and out prior
to pick-up (this ensures any damage is
visible during vehicle inspection with
the carrier).

Remove all personal belongings
from the vehicle, including car
seats, roof racks, light bars, bike
racks, and winter or summer tires.
The car carrier may request other
preparations be done as well, such
as the removal of hubcaps, etc.

O

Give your valid registration certificate to
the carrier to be placed in your vehicle
during shipment. This is important: if
the registration is not available or found
in the vehicle, it will not be shipped

and could require special handling and
storage. These expenses would be your
responsibility, and your vehicle could
even be seized to pay the fees.

Give a set of keys to the carrier.
